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TIPS
Be early.  Arrive at the gates when
they open at 9 a.m. You’ll get a
jump on the crowd (which usually
appears around 10 a.m.).
Making the most of the time
you’ve got.  Sources say that it
takes 12-14 hours to fully appre-
ciate each park’s rides, attractions,
themed eateries and boutiques. This
means that you need (A) to buy a 2-
or 3-Day ticket or (B) decide what
you don’t want to miss and budget
your time accordingly.
   At Islands of Adventure, ride
Incredible Hulk Coaster (22), The
Amazing Adventures of Spider-Man
(20) and Dueling Dragons (8) early
in the morning or late in the day.
And be warned… Dudley Do-Right’s
Ripsaw Falls (15), Popeye & Bluto’s
Bilge-Rat Barges (16), and Jurassic
Park River Adventure (12) are all
water rides and you will get wet, so
dress accordingly.
